This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the influence of Christian theological and philosophical thought on
the formation and development of key principles for the protection of human rights during armed conflicts, codified in
modern international humanitarian law (IHL). The study reveals the internal tension within biblical texts, which range
from narratives of divinely sanctioned warfare (herem) to nascent humanitarian limitations, such as the protection of
non-combatants and the prohibition of excessive cruelty. It examines the radical pacifism of early Christianity and its
subsequent transformation after the "Constantinian shift," which necessitated the development of the just war doctrine.

Central attention is paid to the intellectual genealogy of jus in bello norms. The contribution of St. Augustine is
traced, who, through the requirements of "right intention" (recta intentio) and love for the enemy (caritas), laid the
ethical foundations for limiting violence. The decisive role of the Spanish School of Salamanca, particularly Francisco
de Vitoria, is examined in detail. Vitoria grounded the universality of natural law (ius gentium) and formulated the first
systematic concept of the immunity of the "innocent" (non-combatants) based on a shared human nature rather than
religious affiliation. The article shows how Hugo Grotius, by secularising these ideas and basing them on rational natural
law, created the foundation for modern positive IHL.

The article establishes direct conceptual parallels between theological doctrines and IHL norms. It argues that the
principle of humanity, enshrined in the Geneva Conventions, is a legal expression of the theological concept of Imago
Dei (the Image of God), which affirms the inherent dignity of every human person. The principle of distinction is viewed
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as an evolution from the moral protection of the "innocent" to the legal category of "civilians." The principle of propor-
tionality is analysed as a secularised iteration of the doctrine of double effect.

It is concluded that understanding these theological origins not only enriches historical knowledge but also strength-
ens the normative and moral weight of IHL, demonstrating that its imperatives are the result of humanity's centuries-long

ethical quest.
